IV.	Presentations
A. Sheila McCraven provided information regarding funding allocations, policy compliance and the over all process that is completed to arrive at a budget.    
   
V.          Board Member Presentations 
	A.   Dr. Tom Choice provided a brief overview of the state history of community colleges and the students they   
                       serve. Kishwaukee College serves approximately 10,000 students per year and has awarded 115,000              
                       degrees and 15,000 certificates since they opened in 1968. Enrollments are up significantly. A discussion          
                       ensued regarding funds due to community colleges from the State of Illinois that has not been paid.
                   
VI.	Reports
A. Executive Committee - Frank Griffin asked Tracy to update Board on website redesign. Tracy reported she had a second meeting with Roger Fahnestock from the County. Preliminary website design is expected from the county within one month. Frank asked Board members to complete and submit their participation forms. Tracy McDonnell and Barb Ladner will be attending the NAWB conference in Washington February 5th – 8th. 
B. Economic Development – Reminded group of upcoming event at ECC on January 27th featuring Karen McConnaughay, CMAP, United States Department of Labor, Department of Agriculture, the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity and the River Valley WIB. The next meeting will be February 19th. 
C. Youth Council - Gary VonBehren reported the duties performed by the ad-hoc committee for career council will be handled by the full youth council. When the committee meets next they will be streamlining the RFP process. The committee will insure the providers fully understand the new process. All providers are submitting one page documents that describe their services. These documents will be placed in a booklet by WIB staff and distributed to all the providers. 
D. Policy & Oversight Committee – Suzanne Petrella and Jean Petesch reported the group has not met yet. A Veterans policy needs to be written and older policies need to be reviewed.      
E. Executive Director’s Report  - Tracy McDonnell reported the following:
· The November Career Awareness Day sponsored by the Valley Industrial Association and held at Waubonsee Community College was very successful. 400 youth attended and more than 30 employers including Caterpillar participated. 
· The “Put Illinois to Work” Program ends this week.
· The Trade Adjustment Act (TAA) program was handled by IDES, then moved to KCDEE, is now back with IDES and “on hold” until February. 
· The Chicago Metro Workforce Board is the recipient of a five million dollar grant. More than $300,000 of that grant will be used by Jewish Vocational Services to support a Pharmacy Tech bridge program.  The grant’s purpose is to provide Occupational Healthcare Bridge programs for TANF clients.
· All Workforce Investment Boards in Illinois and Illinois Community Colleges were invited to join a coalition called “Graduate America”.  All of our community colleges are being asked to sign a pledge to increase graduation rates. 
· The US Department of Labor and the US Department of Agriculture will be added to the agenda for the January 27th event. They will speak regarding apprenticeships and available grants and loans.
