III.	Reports:
· Youth Council Committee Chair Gary Von Behren reported that all providers will be submitting information regarding their services to be compiled in a booklet by WIB staff. Strategic plan being developed and should only need a slight revamp. Career Awareness Day on November 19th, 2010 was a success. Would like to budget for similar event next fall.  Will be scheduling a meeting with Valeese. 
· Economic Development Committee - Tracy McDonnell reported for Susan Van Weelden regarding status of upcoming CMAP event. The mailing list is targeted to addresses north of hwy. 64. It has been a challenge accessing County Services such as printing to get postcard completed. 
· Program & Policy Oversight Committee has not met yet. 
· Executive Directors Report – 
1. Tracy McDonnell reported that the Metro Grant Partners were awarded a grant for 5 million dollars for health care bridge services. They were 1 of 22 recipients of an approximate 150 applications.  Jewish Vocational Services in Elgin applied for grant funds and was selected as a service provider by the Metro Boards.  The committee commended Tracy for her efforts securing this funding for our area. 
2. Tracy also reported on an initiative of the Chicago Metro Boards and Community Colleges regarding increasing graduation rates for certificate and degree programs. 
3. Tracy report the “Illinois Works for the Future” program would like to provide a presentation to the full board.  Committee approved.
4. Tracy has spoken with Kerber regarding strategic planning and Board development. She will get pricing. Tracy has confirmed that the DCEO will present on April 29th. Another reminder notice needs to be sent in Outlook.
