I.	Call to Order – Frank Griffin called the meeting to order at 12:05
II.	Public Comment
A. Guest Introductions – No Guests were present
III.	Presentation:
Tracy presented an overview regarding the structure of the RVWIB and the upcoming changes. Tracy reviewed the composition of a workforce board and its obligation to oversee the WIA dollars and the One- Stop Center. The purpose of a workforce board is to work with business professionals, economic development specialists and community partners in conjunction with county chairs, to develop a thoughtful workforce strategy and to understand the workforce and occupational components of local industries. Some of the Boards responsibilities are: 
· Coordinate workforce investment activities with economic development strategies and develop employer linkages, 
· Promote private sector involvement,
· Participate in regional planning activities, 
· Keep the public informed, 
· Develop a firewall – a board cannot directly provides services, 
· Certify eligible providers and maintain a list of programs, 
· Select eligible youth providers, 
· Develop a five year plan, 
· Select/terminate One-Stop operators with agreement of the CEO’s.  

In April of 2011 the Executive Committee issued an RFP to examine board/program governance. In May, consultant/attorney, Rochelle Daniels interviewed board members, county board chairs, KCDEE directors and board staff. In June, Ms. Daniels presented her recommendation to the Review Committee and the committee voted on the structure. The committee’s recommendation was presented to the Council of Chairs who supported the recommendation. The Council of Elected Officials met and voted to have the River Valley WIB perform grant activities required by the federal or state government and have the Kane County Department of Finance maintain all bank accounts and make all payouts. KCDEE will be relocated within the county from Human Resources to the Office of Community Reinvestment (OCR). The OCR handles the county’s other federal grants.  OCR shares a similar target population to that of KCDEE – Community Development Fund, Community Development Recovery Fund, Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program and the Neighborhood Stabilization Program. The Council also recommended that KCDEE be rebranded in-line with state objectives. The Council of Chairs has agreed to restructure the governance of WIB/KCDEE and the Kane County Board voted to move KCDEE out of Human Resources to the Office of Community Reinvestment. 

The impact to the KCDEE Staff includes:
· KCDEE staff will move on the org chart to the Office of Community Reinvestment, Scott Berger Director
· KCDEE staff will continue to report to Renata Robinson, who will report to Scott Berger
· KCDEE will remain in the same building, with an eye on future change
· Most importantly, staff have been instructed to continue to provide optimal service to their customers
The impact on the WIB includes:
· The WIB moves into a grant management role with oversight from Kane County
· The WIB/OCR need to have a management study performed to assess real staffing needs/salaries
· The WIB offices will move onto the Kane County campus
It is also important to clarify the recent layoffs at KCDEE had nothing to do with the reorganization. The layoffs resulted from funding cuts and were handled by the prior director.
