I. Call to Order
A. Frank Griffin called the meeting to order @ 7:40 a.m. Quorum was achieved. 
II. Approval of Minutes
A. June 22, 2011 minutes:  Barb Ladner motioned to approve, seconded by Susan Van Weelden.  Motion carried.
B. July 20, 2011 minutes:  Susan Van Weelden motioned to approve, seconded by Barb Ladner.  Motion carried. 

III. Public Comment
A. Guest Introductions: Megan Golden/Village of South Elgin, Anne Hauca/ECC, Paul Kneuart/Kane County Health Department, Scott Berger/ Kane County Office of Community Reinvestment.
IV. Reorganization
A. Reorganization Presentation – Tracy McDonnell provided an overview of board responsibilities, funding sources, DCEO policy, local policy and the structural change.  The Board continues to be concerned about the financial matters and reports they are receiving from KCDEE fiscal staff. 
B. Scott Berger is the new director of KCDEE as of July 12, 2011. 
C. Paul Kneuart is the Director of Health for Kane County.  Scott Berger reports to Paul.  Paul and Scott are looking forward to working with the board. 
V. Reports
A. Executive Committee -Frank reported that Senator Durbin’s visit to the Elgin office went very well.  Senator Noland and Therese McMahon, DCEO Director of Workforce were in attendance.   The next meeting will be held on September 28th at 9 a.m.
B. Economic Development – Susan VanWeelden reported the next Economic Development meeting will be on September 21st at 9 a.m. The committee will be updated on the upcoming event at Kishwaukee College on November 17th.   Educational Data Systems Inc. will present.
C. Youth Council –Gary reported that the KEB recommended a new boiler plate contract for youth contracts, which is currently being reviewed by the Kane County State’s Attorney’s office.  Gary also reported we would be partnering with the Valley Industrial Association and Waubonsee Community College for the annual Career Awareness Manufacturing Event on November 18th at Waubonsee.  Tracy reported that Zack Patterson, a youth client who served on the youth council has now been hired by First Institute. 
VI. Old Business
A. Financials – It has come to attention that KCDEE never entered into contracts with youth providers for the new plan year, which began on July 1, 2011.  Tracy asked KEB to review the contracts; they recommended an overhaul.  KCDEE has also been unable to verify the amount of funding currently available.  Because KCDEE cannot give an accurate portrayal of their finances, the Executive Committee has recommended the financial duties currently housed within KCDEE be outsourced.  This will allow an outside entity to verify the financials and train a permanent fiscal director.  See Action item E.  It was also reported that Sheila McCraven continues to submit time sheets to WIA.  Sheila should not be receiving payment as of July 12, 2011. Multiple requests have been made to stop this action. 
B. WIA Reauthorization – Time didn’t permit.
VII.  Training Provider Certification – Members were provided with a list of newly approved programs as well   
                as information regarding a Penn Foster application.  Discussion ensued regarding on-line training.  A 
                Training Provider Certification Policy has not been reviewed for a long time. The Program & Policy

                from Susan VanWeelden to table the item until a policy is in place.
VIII. Action Items: (Christopher Mehochko was not present to vote)
A. Relocate WIB office to the Kane County Government Center at a cost of $6822.90 per year/ $568.58 per month/$11.97 per square foot.  Action item A was unanimously approved by roll call on a motion by Susan Van Weelden and a second by Dr. David Sam. 
B. Provide for moving expenses not to exceed $5000.  Action item B was unanimously approved by roll call on a motion by Suzanne Petrella and a second by Dr. Jeff Whelan. 
C. Join the Workforce Boards of Metro Chicago at a cost of $20,000. One of the returns on investment results of joining this organization is collaboration on grant applications.  Our area benefited from a regional grant application last year and another grant application is in process for the healthcare field.  Action item C was unanimously approved by a roll call on a motion by Rich Healy and a second by Susan VanWeelden. 
D. Increase contract authority for Rochelle Daniels from $25,000 to $30,000. Rochelle would return to present at the October board meeting on the reorganization as well as review proposed changes to the bylaws.  Action item D was unanimously approved by roll call on a motion from Suzanne Petrella and a second by Susan VanWeelden.
E. Modify KCDEE budget by $300,000 to pay for a full-time grant manager, financial management services and a management study.  An impartial entity needs to be engaged to conduct a management study. The result would be an objective recommendation regarding what positions are needed for effective operation of the workNet Center serving Kane and Kendall counties.  Motion was unanimously approved by roll call on a motion from Barb Ladner and a second by Harrison Schneider. 
IX. Adjournment – The meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m. with a motion by Susan VanWeelden and a second by Jeff Whelan.
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
