A. Modify PY 11budget to include $50,000 for Incumbent Worker Training Grant.

B. $750 for Knutte and Associates to prepare annual 990:
RVWIB staff priced three firms; Sikich, Knutte and UpChurch.  Two firms came back at $750 and one at $1300.  The board has used Knutte for past filings.

	C.   ECC has requested the following modification to their budget:
Elgin Community College is requesting a programmatic amendment to the current youth contract in order to allow up to five youth to participate in a college visit to Washington, DC. The youth will be chaperoned by the ECC Youth Program Coordinator, Jackie Espinoza, and two Elgin policemen. They will ride on a chartered bus with other students leaving on October 13 and returning on October 16, 2011. While in Washington, they will visit Georgetown and Howard Universities. This opportunity will expose low-income, at-risk students to an experience they would normally not have. Most of these students have never been outside of the state or visited any university campus. Visiting two campuses in Washington, DC will provide them with a first-hand look at outstanding universities and will motivate them to expand their educational horizon and goals.

We are requesting this amendment to provide a leadership development opportunity for five high     school students hoping to attend college after graduation. Leadership development is one of the ten WIA elements we provide for our students. The trip will also provide the opportunity to continue relationship   building between the coordinator and students. This relationship is vital to retaining at-risk students in the program. Additionally, these same students developed a close relationship with each other during the summer program and the trip to Washington will inspire each of them to strive for something more than they may have thought possible.

The cost is $200 per student and includes transportation, lodging and food. The $200 per student (maximum $1000) will be moved from our part-time summer coordinator salary line to Student Support Services (Student Transportation) and Program Materials (Student Conference/Meeting Expenses (food)). Both of these budget lines were identified and approved in our Summer Youth Employment Program Expansion Project Budget Summary. We allocated $6,615 for the summer coordinator's salary and used $5,220, leaving a balance of $1,395. The students from the summer employment program are the students who will be attending the college visit. Therefore, the expenditure is appropriate. 

D. Increase allocation for office space:
At last month’s meeting, the board voted to relocate the WIB’s office to the Kane County Government Center at a cost of $6822.90/ year, $568.58/month, $11.97/square foot.  Upon further examination, we discovered the rooms in question were incorrect.  The total cost would be $841/month, $10,097/year at $11.97/square foot.  

E. Due to wide-ranging financial reports from KCDEE, on September 14th, the WIB instructed KCDEE to cut $300,000 from their budget and to issue a joint RFP for financial services and a management as well as to hire a grant manager.  An RFP was issued.  Two firms responded.  Hektoen Institute at a cost of $518,000 and KEB for $149,000.  RVWIB, Kane County and OCR staff reviewed both proposals and recommend KEB be chosen for $149,000 subject to negotiations and available funding.
